The service also provides insurance coverage to help pay costs associated with identity theft.  Sign up for Alert Me and you will sleep better at night knowing
that we are doing everything we can to prevent fraud. 
So how do we prevent fraud on your accounts and protect your identity?
	 By scanning your credit daily,  Alert Me is a first line defense against discrepancies that may affect your credit value. When a significant change such as a    

new account, change of address or delinquent account is detected on your credit file,  Alert Mewill send you an e-mail notification.  Alert Me also provides 
the steps you should take if you believe the activity could be fraudulent.

	 Identity theft insurance included with your subscription to the Alert Me service is up to $25,000.  This is used to cover your out-of-pocket expenses incurred 
to restore your identity and repair your credit.  

	 Alert Me gives you online access to credit reports and scores.  You can easily and quickly request a credit report and score anytime you like.  Alert Me
keeps a historical copy of each credit report you request through the service.

	 If there is no significant credit activity in the past 30 days, Alert Mewill send you an e-mail letting you know there has been no activity and that your credit 
continues to be monitored.

	 We’ll provide you with a reminder and instruction on ordering the free credit reports available due to the Fair and Accurate Credit Transactions (FACT) Act.

Financial Resolutions for the New Year
If you took a poll of everyone’s New Year resolutions, chances are you’d
hear the same things being repeated almost constantly:
“I really want to lose weight.”
“This year, I’m going to get out of debt and stay out of debt.”
“We’re going to start saving more.”
“I’d like to pay off the mortgage.”
“I’m going to get serious about investing.”
So many of our resolutions are financial but, like all resolutions, the finan-
cial ones last a month or two at most, and then are forgotten about until the
following January.
But when your goal is small and measurable, you’ll be looking at success
before you know it. Here are several small, realistic resolutions to consider.

� Save 1% of your income. Saving 10% may be difficult, but if you’re
saving nothing at all, 1% is a realistic improvement. Make it automatic so
it comes right off your paycheck and deposits into your savings or money
market account at the credit union.

� Stop using your credit cards. By taking on no new debt, you’ve taken
the first step to getting out of debt entirely.

� Send all your spare change to the credit card companies at the end of
the month, in addition to your regular payments.

� Buy a notebook and start keeping records of all your spending. Just
knowing that you’ll have to account for every penny will force you to think
before spending on something you might be able to do without. Experts say
we spend 20%more than we think we do. This is a good start to figuring out
where the leaks are.

� Start using a computer program such as Microsoft Money to track
your finances. Though it may take a bit of time to learn, you’ll find yourself
better off for it. Are these earth-shattering ideas? No. That’s what makes
them realistic. Because they are so small and so specific, you’ll find them
different than most resolutions: you’ll actually stick to them for a full 12
months.
Just don’t overwhelm yourself by trying to take on more than one or two.
You can always come back and pick something else for next year.
